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ABAOMS Dental Core Trainee Competition 2026
An Interesting Clinical Case Presentation 

Competition Theme
ABAOMS invites Dental Core Trainees (DCTs) of any stage to submit a graphical poster based on an interesting, unusual, or educational clinical case relevant to Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery.
This competition aims to encourage visual storytelling, clinical reflection, and concise communication, moving beyond traditional text-heavy essays and abstracts, representing a new competition format for ABAOMS.
The national winner will receive complimentary registration to the 2026 ABAOMS Annual Scientific Meeting with an opportunity to present their work and receive an award of £100. 

Eligibility
· Open to Dental Core Trainees (DCT1–3) working in any UK primary or secondary care setting across all dental specialities
· Individual submissions only
· One entry per trainee
· Applicants must be an ABAOMS member to be eligible for the national competition 
· The case should not have been presented or published previously

Submission Format
Trainees should submit a single graphical poster that presents an interesting, unusual or educational clinical case in a visual, structured, and engaging format. 
Format guidance:
· Single-page graphical poster (PDF file)
· Portrait or landscape format acceptable
· Minimal text with strong visual emphasis
· Suitable for conference and educational display

Case Scope 
Examples should be relevant to the field of oral and maxillofacial surgery, and may include, but are not limited to:
· Rare or unusual disease or pathology
· Clinical and diagnostic challenges 
· Innovative or complex clinical or surgical management
· Complications and learning points
· Cases highlighting importance of multidisciplinary team management
· Ethical or consent-related considerations with learning points

Content Guidance
The graphical poster should clearly convey:
· Brief clinical context and presentation
· Key investigation(s) and diagnosis
· Management approach
· Outcome and follow-up
· Clear learning points relevant to oral and maxillofacial surgery practice
· Patient confidentiality must be strictly protected

Evidence & Professional Standards
· Content should reflect sound clinical reasoning
· Management should align with accepted standards or evidence-based guidance
· Where appropriate, brief supporting references (Vancouver style) should be included (maximum 5)
· The use of AI tools to generate or substantially modify graphics, illustrations, layouts, or infographics must be declared and referenced appropriately. 

Submission Requirements
· Graphical poster file (PDF file) 
· Separate cover document including:
· Name
· Current training grade and post, deanery and professional affiliation 
· Contact email
· ABAOMS membership number – if you do not know this, contact the ABAOMS Secretary.
· Submissions should be made via the ABAOMS website no later than 5pm 1st July 2026. When uploading, please wait to ensure the upload is complete. ABAOMS will not accept partial/incomplete submissions. Late submissions or non-compliance with competition requirements will result in automatic ineligibility and will NOT be considered for the national competition.
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
